I have considered the disposition of the material in possession of the Army

“disagroe with the argiment that such information shiould be shared with our ally the

Soviet Union. Consultation with Dr. Bush and other scientists on the issne of finding
practical uses for the atomic secrets learned from study of celestial devices precludes any
further discussion and I therefor authorize Dr. Bush to proceed with the project without
further delay. This information is vital to the nation’s superiority and must remain
within the confines of state secrets. Any further discussion on the matter will be
restricted to General Donovan, Dr. Bush , the Secretary of War and yourself, The
challenge our nation faces is daunting and perilous in this undertaking and I have
committed the resources of the government towards that end. Yon have my assurance
that when circumstances are favorable and we are victorions, the Army will have the
froits of research in exploring further applications of this new wonder.

You may speak to me about this if the above is not wholly clear.
